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RATIONALE:

The Integration Agreement gives preference of enrolment to students whose parents

have established a particular, or general religious connection with the Special Character of the
College. The College is a Roman Catholic College in which the whole community, through the
general College programme and in its religious instruction and observances, exercises the right to
live the teachings of Jesus Christ as determined by the Catholic Church, and the spirit of St Thomas
Aquinas.

GUIDELINES:

1. The maximum roll as determined by the Integration Agreement is 750 which may include a
maximum of 5% non-preference students.

2. Applications for enrolment will be processed in accordance with the College Enrolment
Scheme.

3. Participation in the general College programme that gives the College its special character is a
condition of enrolment.

4. The Board will limit the number of foreign fee-paying students to no greater than 4% of the
maximum roll. Provision for foreign fee-paying students is over and above the maximum roll
figure.

5. Enrolment requires the responsibility to pay the Attendance Dues set by the Diocese.

6. Enrolment will not be reliant on the ability of families to pay the voluntary contribution
(School donation).
